Thomasson, our Life Enrichment
Associate, who always coordinates
this event. Unfortunately, due

to health concerns, Patty missed
her first Memory Walk since

she started coordinating this
event 15 years ago. Even though
Patty couldn’t walk in the event,
she continued to raise funds
totaling $2,500.

The Memory Walk participants
started their journey from the
downtown Southern Pines Park
on a beautiful Saturday morning.
There was a great turnout this
year, with several local businesses
also participating to help raise
funds for the Alzheimer’s Associ-
ation. This walk-a-thon is the
nation’s largest annual event to
raise awareness and funds for
Alzheimer’s care, support, and
research.
